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My husband, Habib, heard the Gospel 
for the first time on the radio. I was 

angry and afraid, because we were Muslims 
and in our country, it would ruin us. 

So I confronted him and demanded that he 
throw away his Bible and quit listening to 
Christian broadcasts. When that didn’t work, 
I threatened to expose him to his family . . .

Why would he risk 
his life and livelihood for a new religion? I decided 
to hide and listen.
 
 
 
 

The words I heard were so different from what I 
had been taught. This Jesus taught about loving 
one another and hope for eternity. 

I listened every night for weeks. And when he was 
away from home, I read his Bible. I read and read 
to understand how we can have peace with God.

One night, I confessed to Habib that I, too, 
believed in Jesus Christ. “I am ready to follow 
Christ and if necessary die with you,” I told him. 
Jesus had conquered my heart.

Now we meet secretly with other believers. We 
depend on Back to God Ministries International 
for teaching and pray that as others listen to the 
truth of God on the radio, they will also join us. n
